Composition of the Executive Committee


According to the Constitution the Executive Committee shall consist of the Senate Chair, two Vice Chairs, Secretary and Parliamentarian.   While a Parliamentarian is a valuable resource for meetings of the full Senate, we find no need to rely upon the guidance of one for the conduct of Executive Committee meetings.  Therefore the CCBC Senate Executive Committee proposes that Article V, Section 6, of the CCBC Senate Constitution be amended to remove the Parliamentarian from the membership of the Executive Committee.  

According to the Constitution, Article XI, this amendment “may be adopted by a majority of not less than two-thirds of the Senate membership, voting at a meeting of the Senate subsequent to the meeting in which the amendment was proposed.”
