Elimination of a Standing By Laws Committee


The present CCBC Senate By Laws (Article III, Section C) provide for the creation of a Standing By Laws Committee to be “responsible on a continuing basis for the development of a set of by laws appropriate for the effective and efficient functioning of the College Senate.”  The Executive Committee has concluded that this is an unnecessary standing committee, whose functions might better be performed by ad hoc task forces appointed for that purpose by the Executive Committee.  The Executive Committee therefore recommends that the By Laws Committee be eliminated from By Law III, Section C. 


According to the Senate Constitution, a by law may be amended “by a vote of not less fifty-one percent of the Senate’s membership, at a meeting subsequent to the meeting at which such action was proposed.”
