SMOKING POLICY

In order to accommodate our students who smoke legal tobacco products, those who are concerned about the health effects and malodorous aspect of second hand tobacco smoke and to encourage compliance with clean indoor air regulations, the college  should be implement the following policy on all campuses:
1) Prohibit smoking within 8 metres (25 feet) of all building entrances, windows that may be opened and air intakes. Erect appropriate signage specifying this regulation.

2) Designate specified “designated smoking areas” and provide appropriate 
              disposal containers for used tobacco products, benches and/or seats and 
      minimal shelter from adverse weather.
3) Encourage compliance through publicity and education; provide smoking cessation for those who desire to quit.

Rationale:
We feel that this is a compromise that will accommodate all concerned. It is not the purview of the college to discourage individuals from using a legal substance; rather we are encouraging those users to behave in a responsible manner. Prohibiting smoking would be draconian and raise serious enforcement issues. The specification of designated smoking areas has proven successful when implemented (Social Security Administration, Johns Hopkins Medical Institutes, etc) as those who use tobacco products restrict their consumption to an area where the effect on others is minimal.
