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Subject of Proposal: Allow “Audit” grade option for all Developmental Education Courses.

Rationale:  CCBC has no documented policy about the use of the audit status for students in developmental courses. Lynn MacLaughlin, CCBC Lead Director for Records and Registration, asked the Developmental Education/Title III Advisory Committee to recommend policy.  In some cases, students who are failing developmental courses wish to change to audit. Students need to be made aware of available academic assistance before they decide to change to audit. In addition, it is important that CCBC monitor the progress of developmental students because of the sequence of courses needed to complete their general education requirements. A change to audit might disrupt that sequence; students need to be told of the implications of auditing a developmental course.

Title of Proposal: Audit status for students enrolled in Developmental Education Courses.

Purpose of Proposal:  Currently there is no documented policy about developmental courses allowing enrolled students to change their enrollment status to audit.  This policy implements such an option.

Policy:
Students in developmental, zero-credit courses should be permitted to register for audit or change their status to audit within the first three weeks of the semester. After the third week of the semester, to change to audit, a signature by a dean of the subject area of the course would be required. All other aspects of the audit policy that exists for students in non-developmental courses would be operative for students in developmental courses. 

Procedure (if indicated):

Students in developmental, zero-credit courses should be permitted to register for audit or change their status to audit within the first three weeks of the semester. After the third week of the semester, to change to audit, a signature by a dean of the subject area of the course would be required. The teaching faculty must discuss the implications of this change with the student. Students will not be permitted to register for the next course in a course sequence until the student re-takes the course, and is successful. All other aspects of the audit policy that exists for students in non-developmental courses would be operative for students in developmental courses. 
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
