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Subject of Proposal: Allow “Incomplete” grade option for all Developmental Education Courses.

Rationale: CCBC has no documented policy about the use of the incomplete status for students in developmental courses. Lynn MacLaughlin, CCBC Lead Director for Records and Registration, asked the Developmental Education/Title III Advisory Committee to recommend policy in this area. This policy has been unclear for developmental students in the past. Instructors in developmental courses do not know whether the I grade is an option or not. The committee sees no reason to discriminate against developmental students by withholding the I grade. As with other students, a developmental student who has been progressing satisfactorily throughout the course should be able to request an I grade. It is up to the faculty member to decide whether to honor the request. The student must satisfactorily complete the work within 30 days, or the grade will revert to a U or an F.

Proposal: The Incomplete grade should apply to students in developmental courses. Students will not be permitted to register for the next course in the course sequence until the I grade is converted to a letter grade.

Committee of Origin: Academic Standards Committee

Title of Proposal:  Implementation of awarding incomplete (“I”) grades for all developmental education courses.

Purpose of Proposal: To create an active policy related to allowing an “I” (incomplete) grade for incomplete work for students enrolled in developmental education courses.

Policy: Teaching faculty of developmental courses would be informed that students may be awarded an incomplete (“I”) grade for courses which students have shown satisfactory progression, but which they may not have completed at the time of the course termination.

Procedure (if indicated):

Faculty teaching developmental education courses will need to add the incomplete (“I”) grade to syllabus and inform students of this change.

Students will not be permitted to register for the next course in a course sequence until the “I” grade is converted to a letter grade. “It is the student’s responsibility to request an “I” grade before the final examination period.  Student and instructor must agree on the precise conditions for completion of the course requirements. The course must be completed within 30 working days after the beginning of the next regular semester (fall or spring). If the course is not completed by that time the grade will automatically change to an “F”, unless the instructor allows an extension.  Students must complete a course and receive a grade before that course fulfills a prerequisite for another course.” (page 195 College Catalog 2004-2006)
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
