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Subject of Proposal: To add an “FX” Grade Option for all Graded Courses

Rationale: A number of years ago, at least one campus (and probably others) had a grade for instructors to use for students who failed as a result of non-attendance. The grade still calculated into the GPA as an F, but indicated that it was the result of non-attendance rather than academic failure. Policy Recommendation: The Developmental Education Advisory Committee recommends that the FX grade be given to students who fail as a result of non-attendance. The grade would be calculated into the GPA as an F and would appear as an F on the student transcript; however, it could be used internally to document failures due to non-attendance. Increasingly, as we examine student performance in learning outcomes assessments and as we examine performance gaps among different groups of students, we need to understand causes of failure in order to determine instructional modifications for course improvement. This grade would help faculty members differentiate between students who fail as a result of non-attendance and those who fail because they were unsuccessful in meeting the course requirements. The reinstatement of this grade may require the college to more clearly define its attendance policy. Note that although the grades in most developmental courses are S/U, letter grades are used in developmental math.
