Issues and Actions
The LEC wrote its mission statement and defined its role as the committee that would deal with issues that affect the actual classroom environment.  Examples of possible issues would be classroom physical maintenance, security, technology, scheduling.  Other issues, such as cell phone usage and civility would be shared with the Student and Community Affairs Committee (SACA).
The committee decided not to become involved with a proposed project from CISL that would put artwork in classrooms to improve the learning environment. Committee members felt there are other priorities regarding classroom maintenance and security that should be addressed before “beautification”.

The committee edited the Service Animal policy that was written by the previous college Learning Environment Committee and sent it to the Senate, where it passed in April following additional edits.
The committee heard a presentation from Dave Frace and Lynn MacLaughlin regarding the new classroom scheduling package to be “rolled out” with the Winter 06 schedule.
At the June meeting there was further discussion of scheduling and the Essex “free hour” with Lynn MacLaughlin and Dave Schein, a student representative to the Senate.

Issues pending for 2005-2006
It is expected that the LEC may be asked to address the following issues if/when they come to the Senate in the fall:

· Scheduling and Rooms – The entire Senate should hear a presentation in the fall on the new room scheduling policy.

· Recommendation regarding moving/expanding “free hour”

· Civility – review of college and campus policies (with SACA)

· Academic Honesty – possible review of recommendations regarding academic honesty statement and Honors Council

· Cell phone use (review of SACA work?)
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
