Summary of Proceedings:

The committee met for the first time in November.  Those present agreed that the scope of the committee’s authority extends to any academic issue relating to all academic courses and programs offered by the college as well as issues that affect the quality of these courses and programs including but not limited to banner operation, registration and advising, floor standards, grading policies, LOA projects and policies concerning general education, distance learning, graduation, part-time and full-time faculty teaching loads and responsibilities, honors programs, and student retention initiatives.  

In January the committee adopted a mission statement, and drafted its first proposal to the full senate.  The proposal calls attention to a problem with Banner registration of students who have failed to meet prerequisites.  It passed the full Senate in February.  During April the committee had two meetings to make up for a snow day lost in February.  After the second April meeting we completed work on several grade change proposals sent to us by the Title III Advisory Board.  The following proposals were put before the full senate in May: 1) a proposal to allow the grade option of “Audit” for developmental students, 2) a proposal to allow the grade option of “Incomplete” for developmental students, and 3) a proposal to introduce a “new” grade option, an “fx” grade, for all students credit and developmental.  The first two proposals were passed by the full senate, and are now going up the chain.  The third proposal was sent back to our committee for further discussion and possible revision. 

Title III also passed along to the committee a “continuous enrollment policy” for developmental courses.  The committee met with two faculty members concerned with the proposal and worked out language that addressed their concerns.  The proposal will be put before the entire senate its last meeting. The statement and minutes of the five ’04 - ’05 ASC meetings are posted on the senate website.
