ISSUES

SMOKING : Use of  smoking tobacco products will be prohibited within 7 meters of building entrances and air intakes. Passed by Senate and approved by Board.
CELL PHONE USAGE:  No need for policy or legislation as individual instructors set policy in class room. Possibility of setting up Quiet Zones (No talking, cell phone use etc) considered. Possible further action if needed during the next session.

PARKING: Submitted proposal for Administration to undertake feasibility study of gated-access parking lots for a nominal cost on the 3 main campuses. This issue is pending before the Senate in June 2005.
ANIMALS ON CAMPUS: Reviewed the policy initiated by the Learning Environment Committee and accepted the policy on “Helper Animals” on campus.
