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Subject of Proposal:  Students must enroll each semester in developmental

courses until all courses in the sequence required for their program are completed.

Rationale:  Working with an advisor is especially important for part-time

students who have placed in developmental courses in two or three disciplines 

and who may need to extend their developmental coursework enrollment over 

several semesters.  This policy will force developmental students to plan a 

roadmap of their developmental courses.  The policy places intervention at

the front end of the student’s college experience, thus contributing to student

retention.
