III. Senate Chair Remarks/ Proposals 

a. Proposals (attached*): 

1. Creation of Web Master position – passed unanimously

2. Standing Committee Revision Proposal – The Learning Environment Committee and the Student and Community Affairs Committee have merged to become one committee, Learning Environment and Student and Community Affairs.

b. Proposal from the 2004-2005 Executive Committee to hold meetings alternately on the east/ west side rather than equally on each campus.  The proposal was approved.  Half of the full Senate meetings will take place on the Catonsville Campus, one will take place at Dundalk, and the rest will be held at Essex.  The Executive Committee will determine which meetings will be held on each campus and will explore the feasibility of using interactive video technology for Senate and committee meetings.  Because much committee business can be handled by phone or email, it was suggested that committees only physically meet when necessary.

c. Request for committee membership for 2005-2006.  Each Senator present indicated a committee membership preference.  Senators not present at the meeting need to let Carol Tipton know their preferences.  Committees include:  Academic Standards, Budget Review, Constituency Affairs, Curriculum and Instruction, Professional Affairs, Learning Environment and Student and Community Affairs.

d. Discussion on the Senate desire that the Budget Review Committee to also   handle the Senate Budget, totaling approximately $40,000.00 (2004-2005 budget), as part of its function.  This idea was passed unanimously.
